Along with your certificate you have been supplied with a USB that has been loaded with a number of 

logos. There are two high-resolution logos (in jpeg and eps vector format) along with a variety of other 

sizes. The high-resolution version is the most appropriate to use for printed material.  

If you wish to include any statements indicating your certified OutdoorsMark status, the statement 

must: 

 Include your name as the certified operator 

 Indicate that your Safety Management System is certified against the Safety Audit Standard 

for Adventure Activities 

 Detail that OutdoorsMark is your certification body 

eg: “ABC Kayaks has a Safety Management System that has been audited and certified by
